
Kosher Wines

White

Herzog Châteauneuf Semi Dry White
A French table wine; it is mild, semi-dry, with a fresh, fruity bouquet of flavours. This wine 
pairs nicely with fish, veal and chicken dishes.

Baron Herzog Chenin Blanc
A Californian dinner wine; this medium bodied, semi-dry wine is crisp, fresh and full of 
citrus aromas. More specifically, this wine exhibits intense fruity notes of gooseberry, 
white peach and nectarine.

Herzog Château De La Grave Dry White    
A Bordeaux French wine; a blend of Sauvignon Blanc and Semillon, a bright pale straw 
colour. On the palate the musky confectionary flavours persist with just a trace of 
grassiness. Clean crisp acidity, with a fragrant aftertaste.

This French wine; is a refreshing, well balanced, with pear, tangerine and citrus flavours. It 
serves well with fish, chicken, or veal dishes and should be served slightly chilled.

Baron Herzog Pinot Grigio     
A more recent Californian dinner wine; with a classic style and perfect balance of 
perfumed aromas accompanied by ripe pear, apple and tropical notes. It is light in body 
and is perfect for summertime sipping.

Segal Fusion Chardonnay Colombard     
An Israeli wine; with an elegant and a slightly acidic flavour produced from the new high-
tech methods of wine making. Combined with carefully selected grapes and plenty of fruit 
aromas it’s a perfect wine for all occasions, it complements a casual atmosphere or tapas 
and light pasta dishes. 

Dalton Safsufa Sauvignon Blanc     
An Israeli wine; this premium wine is renowned for being named after one of the 
grapevines in Israel. It is a crisp and refreshing wine with tones of tropical and citrus fruit. 
It works well with all fish dishes, chicken and can equally appear on the dinner table at 
home.

Red

Baron Herzog Red Zinfandel
A Californian wine; has a deep colour, rich texture and lovely berry and jam notes. Enjoy 
this wine at room temperature with grilled steaks, roasted duck, or tomato based pasta 
dishes.

Dalton SafSufa Cabernet Sauvignon
A dry red wine produced in Israel; it is a dark, rich and well-balanced wine, showing 
characteristic cabernet sauvignon forest fruit qualities such as currants, berries and mint, 
which are complemented very well with subtle vanilla flavours of the barrels.

Weinstock Red by W
A dry red wine produced in California; blackberry and pomegranate aromas on the nose 
with flavours of grenadine and fresh berries are followed by a crisp finish. It is a more 
casual wine that’s fit for a barbecue or pizza or rich, chocolate desserts.



Altoona Hills Cabernet Merlot
A dry red wine from the south eastern Australia; filled with rich fruit flavours that linger 
in one’s mouth. The soft and silky texture and excellent oak-fruit balance make it a truly 
memorable wine.

Hafner Blaufrank Dry Red
An Austrian wine; produced from selected grapes grown on the sunny hills of an area 
near Lake Neusiedl, well known as the famous Sheva Kehillos it is the ideal climate for 
wine growing. The distinct berry fruit notes create a unique flavour which is highlighted by 
subtle oak.

Barkan Cabernet Sauvignon
A northern Israeli wine; displays a deep ruby red colour, a bouquet redolent of spicy berry 
aromas intermingled with oak, and a full round body that pairs well with grilled meats and 
salads.

Rosé
Baron Herzog White Zinfandel
This Californian rosé wine; has a semi-dry, crisp texture and aromas of apple, strawberry 
and cotton candy. This refreshing wine complements fresh flavoured fish and salads.

Herzog Valrose Semi Dry Rosé
Produced in France; this delicious rosé semi-dry wine is a product of the Loire 
Valley. Floral aromas and the delicate flavours of apple and honey make it the perfect 
accompaniment to marinated fish and spicy or exotic food. It is also excellent as an 
aperitif.

Weinstock Pink by W
A Californian wine; the fun blend of different grapes gives this wine its sassy personality. 
Cabernet Sauvignon and Petite Sirah bring vibrant colour and lots of fresh, berry fruit. 
Zinfandel steps in, bringing a bit of spice and Muscat Canelli shares just a hint of its honey 
sweet personality.

Barkan Classic Shiraz Rosé
A dry Israeli rosé wine; its pink colour and aroma of cherry, plums and honey go well with 
its dry crisp finish. It is best served with lightly prepared chicken dishes.

Château de Gairoird Rosé
A pleasant enough little rosé; it is rose-petal pink towards orange in colour, light on the 
palate with generous strawberry and raspberry fruits. It has a light spicy background and 
a note of sweetness backed up by good acidity.

Sparkling
Herzog Blanc de Blanc Brut
A French sparkling white wine; its flavour is bubbly, crisp, off dry, with pleasant toast and 
apple aromas with a long finish. It is best served with appetisers and hors d’oeuvres.

Herzog Blanc de Blanc Rosé
A Sparkling French Rose Wine; this lovely pink sparkler is crisp, with pleasant toast and 
apple aromas and nuances of grapefruit and pineapple on the palate. It is off dry with a 
long finish. Like the Herzog Blanc de Blanc Brut it suits appetisers and hors d’oeuvres.

Aben Brut Blanc de Blanc
A sparkling French wine with a delightful soft appealing taste; it is dry and crisp with a 
very refined mousse.



Champagne
Jean Marie Champagne Mevushal
Crisp flavourful Champagne; best suited with full or light flavoured fish, meat, chicken and 
salads.

Louis de Sacy Brut Champagne Grand Cru
A classically styled brut Champagne that just happens to be Kosher.  It’s a lemony, creamy, 
wine with hints of toast and yeast and a nutty, elegant, finish.
